Who Knows? The Shadow Knows...

Fans of old time radio may get the heading above, while others will simply
wonder. The Good News is that HDFS is about to have a bunch of
shadows - these shadows are also our doctoral students, who are
participating in an expanding program of extra-curricular mentoring of
graduate students in classroom teaching settings.

We have done this for several years, but the "shadow" program, as we
have begun to call it, is growing. The idea is that students volunteer to
shadow a faculty mentor teaching an undergraduate course - the shadow
watches, listens, asks questions about pedagogy in occasional one-to-one
meetings with the mentor, and generally is tutored on a couple of levels -
about the course being taught and about teaching in general.

In some complex cases, we have doctoral students who are experienced
teachers in a course mentoring other students, but always with a faculty
mentor in the background. All doctoral students in HDFS must complete a
teaching practicum in which they teach an undergraduate course - the
shadow program prepares students for this practicum experience.
